	Tam Ross advised the group on progress since the last meeting.  He advised that a bid had been made to the South Area Committee for funding towards the installation of power to the Boat Club Hut.  This bid had been successful and an award of £1600 has been awarded to the project.

Mr Riddell asked if the Council would be putting the cable into the clubhouse and when the work would commence?

Tam Ross advised that he and Stephen Grant would meet with Mr Riddell and other club members to discuss details.

G Morlan enquired about details of payment of cheque from Council to boat club.  June Bell advised him to contact Linda for details.  He was further advised that the funding included costs towards a heater for the clubhouse.

T Ross advised on other ongoing works within the park including new beds to the front of the park at Langside Rd entrance.  Improvement works at the flagpole and drainage works close to GOALS.

Audrey Murphy informed group that water was still flooding through wall onto pitches.

T Ross will look at drainage issues at this location.

New seating and conservation interpretation boards are being installed in the park at Hill 60 and near small pond

G Morlan stated that water level in pond was lower than usual, even after a prolonged wet spell.  T. Ross advised he would investigate

Marjory Smith enquired about developments with urns?  T Ross advised that a quote of £5,000 for two urns had been received from Ogilvie Engineering and that he was still waiting for an estimate from Sam Cairns (LS Blacksmiths)

Audrey Murphy enquired about trees which have damaged nets and fence at GOALS.

T Ross advised that arbour section were currently dealing with a high number of wind  blown and damaged trees.

A Murphy asked if they could prune material which was growing through the fence.  T Ross advised that this would be in order and that he would arrange for material to be up-lifted.

June Bell enquired if there was any information on a possible bid to area committee regarding improvements to the toilets at the tennis pavilion?  T Ross was unaware of any bid.  There was some confusion over this matter, as it was understood that there might be a catering opportunity which may include responsibility for toilets.  S Egan will investigate and clarify at the next meeting.

D Halliday suggested that if the club could not afford to install a security camera they might consider installing a dummy camera as this may deter anti social activity.

The group were concerned over the level of crime in the park highlighted in the previous minutes and lack of police attendance at the meeting.

It was noted that there were new community police for the area and they may not be aware of the meeting.  The Police will be contacted and invited to attend next meeting.

E Silber informed group that the new directional signs within the park had been tampered with and some now no longer indicated the correct route.  T Ross will check.

J Bell enquired about the condition of the fence around the allotments.  T Ross advised that all requests for repairs etc. regarding the allotments should initially go through the allotments officer.

D Halliday informed group that funding of £10,000 for new furniture for the winter garden café had been approved by the South and South East Area Committees.  He further advised that the provision of catering within the glasshouses is being reviewed due to concerns over current levels of service.  A short informal discussion took place regarding catering issues and the group concerns over their perception of the current catering organisations poor performance in delivering a quality service.  D Halliday will report back at the next meeting with any update.
