Objections

· No. 33 Queens Square has been refused planning permission. However, residents say they still appear to be operating despite this. They have applied for a tattoo and body piercing license and the application went to the licensing committee on the 11th September. The only way to stop them from trading is if the Council issue a stop notice. The council are to take action on this.
· No. 41 Regent Park Square – subdivision of town house into flats – this was refused on the grounds of details but not on the principle of subdividing which indicates that the council do not feel confident about refusing the principle of subdivision.

· No. 43 Queens Square – subdivision of town house into flats – this planning application has also been refused.

· 37 Marywood Sq  - alterations to basement including UPVC windows – SM & KM to look at this application

· 48 Nithsdale Rd – UPVC windows and subdivision into flat & office – SM & KM to look at this application

Any Other Business  
Karen Maxted noted that they had not received copies of the Strathbungo news on Pollokshaws Rd.

ACTION: KM to email Andrew Downie to check who does the run for Pollokshaws Rd.
Scott Mackay has discussed the issue of Rubbish with Councilor Meikle and it was suggested that communication should go out to the people of Strathbungo with information on what to do with rubbish, when and where to put it out for collection and useful numbers within the Cleansing Department. SM to follow this up.

It has been noticed that the pedestrian lights on Pollokshaws rd outside the Park Gallery have changed and the waiting time for a pedestrian is much longer than it used to be. It was also noted that the lights outside The Mulberry St can be very confusing and cars are often going through Red Lights due to the way the lights are set out. It was felt that this should be brought to the attention of the Roads Department before an accident happens.
