Strathbungo Society 

Minutes Monday 19th November 19, 2007 

7.30pm Grianach

1. Welcome & Apologies

Scott Mackay welcomed everyone to the meeting. Apologies were sent from Stephen Lamb, Andrew Downie, Helen Good, Mathew Moodie & Kevin Kane. Amendments were made to the minutes from the previous meeting, which were then passed as an accurate account.
2. Matters Arising
SM requested the minutes from each meeting to be circulated one week after the meeting for amendments with another email sent the weekend before the next meeting clearly stating actions from the minutes and who is responsible for actions. ED said she would try to do this for the next meetings.
Attendance:  SM asked that each committee member take more responsibility for recruiting new members. He suggested that everyone speak to any neighbours or friends in Strathbungo that may be interested in getting involved.

Coffee Morning: JM has booked the Queens Parish Church hall for 16th February.

BITBL: LF spoke to Auctioneers regarding trestle tables for Strathbungo events. The auctioneers said that tables frequently came up for around £20 per table with stackable chairs usually going for around £1- £2. He will contact LF if any become available. It was suggested that we would be looking for around 30 tables and 75 chairs. JM suggested that we could generate an income from the tables by hiring them out to other organisations but we would have an issue with storage in between events and hire. LM suggested that we ask in the next issue of the Strathbungo News, if anyone has a garage we could store them in.
JM spoke to the Scout master who agreed it was a good idea to get the scouts to sell raffle tickets for BITBL. He will bring it up at the AGM next month.
Charitable Status: LF sent a letter to HMRC asking for the tax reference no. & documentation so people are able to request charitable status tax and to clarify when we can start claiming from. 

Action: JM & LF to write up a new pro forma with the relevant information on it.

Accounts: SM spoke to his neighbour regarding auditing the Strathbungo Society accounts who has sourced an accountant willing to audit them. LF pointed out that moving the AGM to May might raise issues around getting the accounts audited in time. LF suggested that the end of August may be a better time for the AGM. The schools would be back so there should not be issues with committee members being on holiday and would start the committee meetings earlier in the year allowing more time to organise events such as the coffee morning.
Insurance/liability: JM spoke to SPTC to ask if we could link in with a school to get public liability cover for events. The SPTC are not sure because we are not associated with a school but they will speak to its underwriters regarding this matter.

SM did not get the opportunity to speak with Old Mill Holdings regarding legal issues around chimney recommendations.

Action: SM to speak to Old Mill Holdings.
3. Bungo at the Bells
Gary & Lesley MacCallum in Morray Place offered their garden as a venue hogmanay. They already have a piper coming for their own guests. As the MacCallum’s is fairly centrally located between Queens Sq and Regent Park Sq it was felt that this would be the best venue. SM suggested marking off the street with cones but still allowing traffic through, and asking any neighbours if they would mind moving their cars to adjacent streets for that evening. It was suggested that the society offer to contribute towards their piper.

Action: SM to say to the MacCallums that we would appreciate the use of their house and to offer money for the piper.

LM, MM & DM to start the procession from outside Grianach on Nithsdale Rd from 11.30pm.
4. Finance Report

The current balance stands at £2170.26 with one cheque outstanding. We have not yet received payment from Busy Bees. LF sent a letter to HMR about the charitable status and potential for back dating payments.
5. Communications
Website:  LM reported that the website is running fine.
Newsletter: December’s issue is nearly finished and will go to the printers soon ready for distribution mid December.

Correspondance: MM has changed the address on the Headed note paper 
from the last secretary’s address to the new Secretary’s address (in Marywood Sq) so all correspondence will now go to and from this address.

Briefing Notes: Due to the issues regarding legalities and liability SM felt it would be best to use existing approved Council Briefing notes on best practice in a conservation zone for windows, railings, internal features and trees/hedges with a letter from the Society informing residents that all work done to properties in a conservation zone requires  planning permission and directing people to a link on the website. 
Action: KM to make up a list of existing Briefing Notes on as many issues as possible. JM to get info on fireplaces & chimneys.

6. Back Lanes Project 

As SL was not present it was agreed that the Back Lanes Project would be forwarded to the next meeting in January.
Action: SM to speak with SL to move the project forward and set a possible time scale
7. AOB
Rubbish: SM commented that the problem with rubbish in Strathbungo seems to have improved and there appears to be less fly tipping although there was a spate of vandalism around Guy Faulks night when bins were set alight.

Action SM to follow up Alan Sinclair’s letter with a reminder from the Strathbungo Society after the new year outlining the council’s policy for bulk refuse uplift in the area.

Planning: The planning application for illuminated signs at the roundabout at Nithsdale Rd will go to committee on 20th November. Local Councilor, David Meikle, will be requesting that the plans go to a hearing but it appears that the application will be passed in the committee meeting tomorrow.

The planning application for 33 QS has now been objected to by the Society.

An HMO application at 28 RPS has been submitted. It was felt that the Society should object to this.

Action: SM to speak with the Community Council to get them to object to the application
