1. Welcome & Apologies
KM welcomed everyone to the meeting. Apologies were sent from Stephen Lamb, Andrew Downie & Scott Mackay
2. Matters Arising
It was agreed that due to lack of attendance, the minutes from November’s meeting would be carried forward to February’s meeting before being passed as an accurate account and going on the website.
3. Finance
The current balance stands at £1809.33 with a couple of small outstanding payments. One for money received for sales of Bungo Bags and one cheque for £25 to go to the Parish Church for the hire of the hall (as well as a float for the day) for the coffee morning in February.

LF reported that she had received a letter from HMRC stating that the society will be able to reclaim Gift aid payments from all donations received on or after the 25th May 2007 (the date that the new constitution was voted in).
KM asked if we would be able to claim for donations at the upcoming coffee morning. LF indicated that the Gift Aid is only eligible on donations not on entry fees. JM pointed out that we could potentially collect gift aid for donations for tables at BITBL. KM asked if there had been any response to the request for somewhere to store tables for BITBL if we were to buy 2nd hand ones. LM said that one resident had offered her garage but was unsure how many tables this would hold.
Action : LF & JM to write a new pro forma for the Friends of Strathbungo donations to include an option for tax payers to donate through the Gift Aid scheme. LF recommended that this be done before 30th April to include it with the end of year tax returns.
LM to look for electronic version of current Friends Donation Form
4. Communications
Newsletter: LM informed the society that the next Newsletter would be out in March/April and would include updates on the Post Office, The McCeaver group and the Roundabout Signage.
Website : The website is running fine. MM will be uploading a video of Bungo at the Bells this week.

Letters: One Christmas card was received from The Civic Trust.
5. Planning/Licensing Applications
No planning applications have been submitted recently. There have been no objections or letters of support sent out since the last meeting.

JM informed the committee that the Community Council has been granted Legal Aid to object to the proposal for Signage on the Roundabout.

6. Events

It was agreed that the adult price would remain at £1 but we would introduce a childrens fee of 50p to see if this helped.

JM will make and organise delivery of the flyers.

LF will buy the cups, coffee, tea & milk on the morning

ED will get the bungo bags ready for the morning.
Everyone will make cakes etc. and ask neighbours to provide baking & books etc.
