Strathbungo Society 

Minutes Monday 17th March, 2008 

7.45pm Grianach

1. Welcome & Apologies
SM welcomed everyone to the meeting. No apologies were received for the meeting. Minutes from February’s meeting were approved.
2. Matters Arising
SM checked the planning application for a flat in QS which had previously been objected to by the Society and rejected by the council. The application had been resubmitted with amendments which reflected the society’s concerns had subsequently been granted planning permission.
3. Finance
The current balance stands at £2016.15, taking into account all written cheques. We are still waiting on a cheque from Busy Bees for the autumn edition of the newsletter.

LF informed the committee that we were not receiving interest with our current bank account. She had spoken to the bank who had set up a minimal interest rate for the account. LF felt that it might be worth considering the possibility of changing accounts as she believed it may be possible to get a 5% interest rate with the co-op bank. It was felt that at the moment it would be much hassle to change accounts as all standing orders from Friends etc. would then need to be changed. LF said she would go back to our current bank and see if it was possible to get a better interest rate.
LF has written up the template for the annual accounts including the additional information required for Gift Aid. She has drafted a letter to send to the Friends of the Society saying that we are able to reclaim gift aid from previous donations received.

JM noted that we receive a high number of returns from Friends Forms when it is mentioned in the newsletter and so suggested that we do this in the upcoming newsletter.

4. Communications
Newsletter

LM reported that she is nearly finished with the newsletter but she wanted to know what developments there had been with the roundabout advertisements. SM informed the committee that the application appeal had been sent to the QC. The QC rejected the appeal. The Community Council voted against taking the case further as it was too big a financial risk to pursue. A loss of appeal could result in great financial implications for the committee.
SM reported that the application for Go-Ape in Pollok Park would be granted a hearing and so it would go back to committee whereby all objectors would have the right to formally object to the plans.
Website
The websites planning application alert system has failed and so MM will try to fix this.

Correspondence
No correspondence received.
5. Planning/Licensing Applications
SM informed the committee that we had missed another application for the Strathbungo area. Mulberry St had been granted outdoor seating for the section outside the bar on RPS. There had been 10 objections from the neighbours and so the committee had put limitations on the seating area only being accesible until 9pm. There is confusion over ownership of the proposed seating area. The residents of the 1st floor flat say they have deeds which clearly state that the pavement is communally owned.
There is currently an application in to convert the basement of No.4 RPS into a flat.
LM asked SM about the increasing problem of signs advertising flats for sale being positioned nowhere near to the actual flat. SM clarified that it is a breach of advertising rights to put the for sale signs up out with the property parameters. Advertising outside the parameters requires planning permission. SM suggested writing to the Estate Agents & copying in the City Council.  
6. Events
Bungo In the Back Lanes
BITBL has been confirmed for the 21st June. JM has had confirmation from Jazz Co. LM & MM will not be able to make it along that weekend. LM informed the group that the Southside Festival will be held on the 28th June and so will not clash with BITBL. SM confirmed this and said that there was to be a meeting held tonight regarding the Southside Festival. JM said she will go ahead book tables & chairs incase we are unable to buy any before the event.
JM told LF that we would need around 40 tables & 75 chairs and a coffee percolator would be useful if anything came up. It was agreed that we should hire a van for the weekend if we were able to get our own tables to make it easier to transport them on the day.

SM suggested charging a £5 fee to hire out tables on the day. JM said that this had been tried in a previous year but resulted in people not donating the 10%stall fee and the tables were not brought back at the end of the day.
LF suggested that the first step for all the committee members was to try and recruit more volunteers to help with set up and clear away. She suggested that we order Bungo T-shirts soon. LM reported that T-shirts would cost £450 for 100 and reckoned we would be able to sell them on for £10 per t-shirt.

LF said she had looked into insurance but it was very difficult to get companies to agree to insure the event. SM said he knew someone who may be able to help us with public liability for events. JM said it had in previous years we had received cover through the Co-Op. If insurance was not gained the office bearers could be held responsible for any injuries incurred on the day.

LF suggested we hold a planning meeting soon to start the ball rolling with organisation for BITBL. It was agreed that the meeting would be held on Thursday 3rd April at LF’s house. JM suggested we all start collecting for the bottle stall & raffle. LM said she would write a small piece for the newsletter asking for helpers and informing residents that the Scouts would be coming round the doors to sell raffle tickets.
SM asked if anyone had any suggestions for how to make the raffle more efficient and take up less time on the day. LF proposed that it is only the top 5 prizes which are drawn on the day and all other prizes become a luck dip which is pulled out of a hat and if the recipient is present they can take the prize away with them, if not the prize is redrawn.
