Minutes Monday 18th February, 2008

1. Welcome & Apologies
SM welcomed everyone to the meeting. Apologies were sent from Lynne Flowers
2. Matters Arising
Minutes form January’s meeting were approved with one amendment to a date in April referred to under the finance section. 
LF & JM are moving forward with the pro forma for Gift Aid donations. JM has emailed the electronic version of the old form to LF who has said that there will need to be many changes made to the form and so they are currently working on these amendments.
We have confirmation from one resident of one garage on QS which can be used to store trestle tables for BITBL. SL said he has a double garage which is not currently being used that any tables could temporarily be stored in but this could not be a permanent solution for them.
3. Finance
The current balance stands at £1857.33 with a small outstanding payment from Busy Bees for their autumn advert in the news letter. 
This figure does not yet include the money raised or spent on the coffee break held on Saturday 16th February. The coffee break raised £183.50 from door entries, bric-a-brac and book sales. After taking off the hire of the hall, leaflets, tea & coffee etc. the coffee morning made £79.74. In an email to the committee LF pointed out the in previous years the coffee break has made around £180 after expenses and so takings were down approximately £100 on this occasion. It was felt that this was likely to be a one off, largely due to the unprecedented good weather as the event was as well advertised and organised as usual. The committee agreed that the focus of the coffee morning was a social event for people in Strathbungo to get together rather than a profit making event.
JM suggested that we extend the hours from 10.30 – 1pm as this will not affect the hire price but may mean that people with children have more time to come along after Saturday morning classes etc. JM added that the cost of leaflets could probably be halved for the next coffee morning as they were left with quite a few at the end this year.

Action : LF & JM to continue with a new pro forma for the Friends of Strathbungo donations to include an option for tax payers to donate through the Gift Aid scheme.  
4. Communications
Newsletter: There will be a newsletter in late March/Early April which will include updates on the roundabout signage, the post office, the McKever Group and the Go Ape plans at Pollok Park.

Letters: No letters were received this month.
5. Planning/Licensing Applications
SM was unaware of any new planning applications in the Strathbungo area, so there have been no objections or letters of support sent out since the last meeting. SM will be looking into a previous application to split a house on QS into flats which included parking spaces and an oddly positioned basement door which was rejected last year but which appears to have been carried out regardless.
JM asked SM if there had been any follow up on a previous application for Pollokshaws Rd to turn a residential property into an Estate Agent. SM will look into this too.

6. Events
Bungo In the Back Lanes: 

The possibility of holding it on 21st June (Midsummer’s Day) was discussed. It was agreed that this would be the most suitable date to coincide with the Farmers Market and the Southside Festival. 

JM will start to book people in now that the date has been agreed.

SL brought up the issue of insurance, suggesting that we must reinstate this for this year’s BITBL as it would be the committee that could be held accountable if anyone had an accident whilst at the Event. It had not been acted upon last year due to the vast increase in price of insurance for one of events such as BITBL and it stood at around £100 last ear which would be approximately ¼ of the overall takings.

JM said she had approached the Scottish PTA organisation but unfortunately the event did not fall into their remit and so they were unable to help us. AD & LF had looked into costings for insurance last year and so it was agreed that we would ask them to bring their findings to the next meeting so we could get something in place before June.

SM suggested that we formalise the way people such as local businesses hire tables from the society for the event to ensure that we are getting all the money we are owed from this which would ultimately help towards the cost of insurance. SL suggested writing to the business owners prior to the event asking them for their donations up front as it is very difficult to formalize the event with people turning up on the day to set up a stall without prior notice. SL suggested the only way to formalize the event would be to hold it in only one lane with people from the society at either end asking for donations as they come to pick up their tables. It was agreed that this would take away from the overall feeling of the day and would not stop people setting up stalls on other lanes.

Back Lanes
SL has written to Brendon Frankgate regarding the progress of the back lanes project. SL & AD completed the survey of the existing drain & sewage pipes in the lane of MS & QS to establish whether there is live drainage suitable for the proposed plans. SL has not yet had receipt of information form   from Brendon Frankgate SL will email Brendon Frankgate again before the next meeting to follow it up.
The topic of 20’s plenty was raised. It was felt that this was unlikely to have any effect in the area as many people believe that those who are driving at over 20mph in the area are unlikely to take any notice of a twenty’s plenty sign. It was also discussed that even 20mph is too fast for the narrow streets and uneven back lanes.
