Welcome and Apologies
Scott welcomed the group to the meeting. There were apologies from Elaine Dearie and Matthew Moodie.

Minutes and Matters Arising
April's minutes were unavailable as Laura had been unable to print them and Scott had not received them. Laura outlined the actions from the last meeting with the minutes to be approved in June. Actions not yet followed up from the last minute were:

Finance
The current balance is £1422.86. The drop from last month is due in the main to the newsletter. Going into Bungo In The Back lanes, our balance is healthier than in previous years, which should enable us to purchase public liability insurance. JM mentioned the recent court case concerning a bouncy castle and will approach Laura Davie to discuss this and also ensure that the trampoline in that garden is not used during BITBL.

LF is pleased with the response to the gift aid declaration forms. She posted 55 letters out and has so far received 28 replies, although the flood has slowed to a trickle. She felt it would not help to send out follow-up letters those who have not yet replied may not be able to qualify for gift aid. She also received three standing order forms from the newsletter and one one-off cheque for £50. The committee felt this was a good response and asked LF to pass on her thanks to one donor who pointed out an error in the leaflet which will be corrected before it is printed for BITBL.

Communications
Newsletter

LM had little to report in the aftermath of distribution. JM requested extra copies for Titwood Road. Next issue will be out in July/August to ensure notice is given of the AGM.

Bungo Blog/Websites

LM passed on Matthew's comments. He will be updating the Blog this week and has requested he received Agendas, meeting dates and minutes as promptly as possible to ensure they're advertised on the website well in advance, especially when the usual meeting date is changed. He is still working on fixing the planning applications programme and he has paid the web hosting company for two years. He submitted receipts to Lynne for £99.20.
JM asked whether there was currently, or it would be possible to institute, information on objecting to planning applications online. LM said she felt sure this was possible and has encouraged people in the past, via the newsletter, to contact the Society if they would like us to object to and planning proposals on their behalf. SM stated that it was now council policy to refer to the committee and application that received three objections. He also said we have a new planning officer in our area who he has contacted on behalf of the community council. He has arranged to receive the weekly planning list via e-mail and if this happens will forward its contents to MM.

Correspondence
ED had received a letter from a resident at 11 Moray Place regarding parking issues on the corner of the Regent Park Square/Moray Place lane. LM recalled that in past meetings on traffic with the council we were promised repainting of double yellow lines at corners. However, as these junctions concern back lanes rather than adopted roads, for this to take place a new traffic order would have to be instituted - a long process. JM suggested signage might be better and LM wondered if any direct action could be taken - leafleting etc? It was agreed that SM should look up the exact road traffic offence this parking constitutes and draft a document which could be placed on the website and printed off by residents to place on windscreens of cars which cause an obstruction. LM will put something about the issue in the next newsletter and online and SM will also contact the council to ask if keep clear markings could be painted at these junctions.
ACTION: SM to draft letter/leaflet

ACTION: LM to write up small article for web and newsletter

ACTION: SM to contact council re: keep clear markings.
5.
Planning and licensing
SM had checked the most recent applications and felt there was nothing to object to, apart from our standard letter objecting in principle to the sub-division of 6 RPS into two flats. Although the council would clearly grant this as it allows sub-division into two flats, it was felt that we should always, on principle, object to sub-division of properties in any way as the Conservation Area Appraisal had criticised their impact on the area. SM also noted there have been few planning applications in our area over the last few months.
JM and LM informed the group of action taking place amongst residents on Nithsdale Rd to object against licences for outdoor seating at Sammy Dow's and potentially the New Regent. The committee agreed that residents need to guard against precedents being set for outdoor seating on the street. They feel to Society should also object. 

ACTION: LM to send SM application reference number for Sammy Dow's.

ACTION: SM To send off objection letters for sub-division at 6 RPS and to Sammy Dow's re: outdoor seating.

6.
Events
BITBL

The licence has been granted. SM has been unable to speak to community police as none attended the last Community Council meeting. JM will send him the e-mail address of a community police officer. She also asked SM to contact Polmadie about sending a recycling information team to BITBL. SM has not yet received a quote for liability insurance but will chase. LM has so far received one response to sponsorship letters, a Morrison's hamper to be picked up the day before the event by JM. Andrew Greg and Kevin Kane are planning on holding a fundraising tea garden at BITBL for the 1-10 Moray Place railings fund. 
JM suggested that we should put up some of the gazebos and make sure all the pieces were there the night before the event. After this year's event these will be stored in Rosie Ilett's garage. 
JM felt it was unnecessary to print A5 versions of the flyer. This was agreed. Printing for BITBVL is expected to cost around 100.

Kay Caldwell will be sending out the press release on 13th May. 

Rental of tables and chairs will cost 214.44 and has been provisionally booked, although we can pull out if we find some to buy beforehand.
JM said the scout troops are raring to go and she will check LF's draft letter before sending it out. Once the dates are decided and the distribution areas agreed, this information will be put online.

JM suggested, as LM was going to be away, that the Busy Bees stall might be better based at Lynne's. LM will speak to them to make sure it's big enough. JM has also found someone to hold a veggie meal stall but needs a garden.
