BACK LANES PROJECT

The consultation letter was delivered to all houses with rights of access to the Nithsdale Road / Regent Park Square back lane. This comprises the south side of Nithsdale Road, the north side of Regent Park Square and 1-10 Moray Place. There were 13 replies, supportive in principle. Various suggestions on the place to block the lanes were made; if the project does go ahead than this may well need to be decided on the basis of the needs of the Land Services, Cleansing and Fire departments.
PLANTERS
The South Area Committee meeting is in two days, to be attended by Scott. Due to rules on contributions by ENTRUST, if the council will not supply planters for Nithsdale Road then the costs would have to be borne by the society. It was felt that using the majority of the society’s funds for this was unwise, as the planters are mainly provided by the council without a local contribution. Scott will discuss this on Wednesday, including whether the council would provide the planters for the area without the material costs being covered by the society

Planning and Licensing

Regent Bar 
Regent Bar is to appeal about the planning decision to refuse the CCTV (which the society did not object to) and intends to complain about the newsagent store, which has not been subject to the same level of complaint.
Queen Square and Nithsdale Road Flats
Discrete enquiries have been met with an enthusiastic response to letting the flats at 43 Queen Square for a large Stag Party group, and at ?60 Nithsdale Road there is only one flat advertised, but more are made available if enquiries are made about a large group.

Scott outlined some of the problems with planning in Glasgow, where individual planning officers are allowed to make decisions with little comeback, and where local objections may be ignored, which has led to decisions within the conservation area not in keeping with local views. It was suggested that it would be valuable for an Enforcement Officer to attend the AGM
