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The Linen Bank Building at 697
Rd./ 5 Torrisdale St.

Strathbungo’s Linen
Bank Building and the
Other Thom(p)son

Have you ever wondered about the
story behind the late Victorian, red ash-
lar building across Pollokshaws Road
from Nithsdale? The Bank of Scotland
occupied the corner retail space for
many years, followed by the Park Gal-
lery, followed by Personal Letting. The
Prince & Princess of Wales Hospice
Shop occupies the northern half of the
building on the ground floor.The tene-
ments flats above are unusually large,
each occupying the entire space above
one of the shops. In fact, there are only
four flats in all.

The building was constructed in 1895
for the British Linen Bank, and the flats
may have been intended for bank em-

ployees. There’s an “LB” on the scroll-
work above the door.

The building is B-listed, partly be-
cause the architect was a well known
Thomson. No, not Alexander “Greek”
Thompson. James Thomson, two-time
president of the Glasgow institute of
Architects in the 1800s.

James Thomson was a well known and
well respected Glasgow architect in his
day. He was a builder’s son who was
born in 1835 and apprenticed to archi-
tect James Brown in 1850. In the late
nineteenth century, he was known for
his use of sculpture in the buildings he
designed. He was responsible for many
commercial, civic and religious build-
ings in Glasgow during his long career.

Although Strathbungo’s Linen Bank
isn't listed in the Dictionary of Scottish
Architects, James Thomson's name and
office address are clearly printed on the
building’s original design drawings at
the Mitchell library.

The building is typical of his work in
many ways. It includes pilasters and
sculptural details at the corner shop en-
trance. The triple sets of double-hung
windows at the north end are consid-
ered an unusual feature. The building
still has most of its original windows
and, other than the back garden, itis in
good condition. The current residents
are slowly but surely making progress
on the garden. Wish us luck!

The Groundbreaking

Linen B ank
DM

The Linen Bank had buildings in the
Gorbals, Strathbungo, Shawlands... it
seems very normal today that a bank
had branches in newly constructed
residential neighbourhoods. However,
it was actually a revolutionary idea in
the nineteenth century.

Back in the 1700s, it was difficult for
Glasgow businesses to access capital.
All the banks were in Edinburgh, and
they only worked with people they
knew. The Linen Bank started as a linen
manufacturing interest, and it provided
financial services to weavers. It was of-
ficially recognised as a bank in 1771,
and it used its textile industry network
to establish branches all over Scotland
in the nineteenth century, making
banking services accessible to every-
one, even families and individuals who
weren’t wealthy.
